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Temps, espace et situations limites : quelques jalons pour penser la pandémie
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Abstract

The arrival of covid-19 constitutes for human communities an unprecedented situation at the
origin of a major upheaval, a borderline event marking a profound rupture in everyday life. The
pandemic questions and calls into question our collective ways of being, on the economic, political,
security, health and even civilizational levels. Its impact is also individual because it affects
ordinary emotions and cognitions but also has an impact on the imaginary. We will examine this
extra-ordinary nature of the pandemic from the angle of the lived experience in an off-limits
situation within the constraints and restructuring that it could impose and through the logics of
confinement-containment. More broadly, we will explore some of the issues that are emerging in
terms of changes in the ways in which we understand and manage collective thinking and
experience.
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
