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Abstract

Looking at the prospective post-pandemic outcomes of many tourist resorts in the
Mediterranean, means placing the urgency of a redevelopment of the ordinary landscape, directing
investments towards wide-ranging planning policies that intervene primarily on environmental
imbalances, mitigating the conflicting effects where possible. In this perspective of greater
awareness of the fragile ecosystems of Mediterranean landscapes together with the supervening
need for safer destinations, cultural tourism can represent an interesting territorial compensation
strategy by enhancing the environmental and cultural specificities of inland areas by limiting the
carrying capacity of the coast.

This is the terrain of comparison on which the project of the ‘Itinerary of the italian-greek
monasteries’ in Valdemone is grafted, promoted by the municipalities of the tourist district
‘TaorminaEtna’ in an attempt to overcome the fragmentation of the offer in the construction of a
territorial brand recognized that it puts at the center the passions, interests, underlying vocations of
the community to converge on a broad integrated programming respecting the inherited
characteristics.
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
