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Abstract

Western humanism was constituted anthropologically, historically, philosophically on a double
differentiation-minimization-pejoration: internal (management of intra-human differences: Them /
Us, Whites / Blacks, Women / Men, civilized / primitive, black / white) and external (separation
from the non-human: the Being, the Living). The Covid-containment crisis highlights the limits of
our system of neo-liberal management of the world, including in its way of thinking.

The exit from this planetary crisis implies a transformation of our relationship of world
domination, whether it concerns internal differentiation stratifying humans or external
differentiation excluding nature, into a new positioning of Human as a co-tenant of the planet.

The reconsideration of these political, normative and power differences by the notion of
otherness arising from ontology, leads to a universalizing ethics. Overcoming these differentiations
in favor of unconditional hospitality for the whole of the human and the non-human, is the
condition for reviewing our attitude in relation to all of the beings, in the face of the announced
apocalypses of the anthropocene. Taking into account the constitutive otherness of humans and
living things leads to giving humans their place (a destiny?) As living beings among the living.

Philosophy, anthropology, epistemology, genre, art are summoned for this new alliance.
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
